Competitive Grant Application Instructions
GRANT APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Grants are available for time-limited, project-specific expenses of charitable 501(c)(3) nonprofit organizations, educational bodies, and government agencies. Organizations without 501(c)(3) status may collaborate with a fiscal agent.
Of particular interest are projects that:
· Engage new partners in cooperative efforts.
· Leverage new resources – time, money, or know-how – to accomplish community priorities.

· Undertake activities that are of strategic importance and hold promise to make a lasting, significant impact.

Grants are NOT provided for:

· Projects that are unrelated, or marginally related, to the goals of each particular grant program.

· Endowment, capital campaigns, budget shortfalls, or debt retirement.

· Projects requiring a multiyear grant commitment.

· Multiple projects to the same grant program.

· Sectarian religious projects.

· Organizations with discriminatory employment or program practices.

· Association Dues.

· Scholarship, travel, conferences, or any form of direct financial assistance to individuals.

Application to one grant program does not preclude the applicant from applying for other York County Community Foundation grants programs. Applicants must be current with post-grant reports for past projects funded by York County Community Foundation to be eligible to apply for new project funding.

PART II – PROPOSAL NARRATIVE – In no more than five pages, no smaller than 11 pt. font, please provide the following information:
Introduction.  Describe the mission(s) and population(s) served by the applicant organization.  Describe the project purpose and rationale – addressing its importance for York County and/or its potential to advance the missions of participating organizations.  Describe how a grant from the Foundation may leverage additional funds for the project.
Need/Opportunity.  Describe the needs or problems the project addresses. Cite plans, research, statistics or recommendations that support the proposed project.

Project Activities.  Describe key project activities along for a timeline for completion. 

Anticipated Results and Assessment.  List specific outcomes anticipated and the corresponding indicators of success for each anticipated outcome and how you will measure the results. (For example: Proposed Outcome: Participation in the program increases; Proposed Indicator: Participation increases by 10% or by 25 people this year based on attendance records.)
Leadership.  Describe the roles of staff, consultants, and/or volunteers providing project leadership. Indicate experience or credentials these leaders bring to the project.
